General Comments:

1. Cyclists are unhappy with the “wheel-grabber” form of cycle stand and will not use them.

2. If no convenient facilities are available, cycles are often chained to railings, stairways, fences, etc. This is unsightly and can cause problems with access (especially disabled).

3. The cycle parking facility for students should be assessed with another walkabout after the start of the new term (w/c 10th Oct?)

4. Cycle facilities at Sackville Street Campus should also be assessed for examples of good and bad practice.

5. Survey of opinions on staff / post-graduate cycling facilities is essential.

6. Staff would not be adverse to a rental charge for secure, covered parking.

Actions
1. Prepare pros and cons for options on all above sites

2. Ensure new builds have adequate cycling provision

3. Discuss with MacAlans what the cycling provision is within the Master Plan.

4. Develop general standardised requirements for the format, quantity and installation method of Sheffield stands. Ensure sites at front of John Rylands Library and Coupland 1 are help up as examples of good design (bad example: front of Students Union).
5. Discuss provision of cycle stands when Front Quad (John Owens) is landscaped 
6. Should look at the provision of specified areas for motorcycle / scooter parking, as cycle “Sheffield” stands are presently used.

7. Method is needed for identifying and collecting “stripped” frames and wheels that are abandoned.

8. Decision should be made on the use of large central compounds or smaller satellite options.
