Directions for Finding the Venue

From the railway station, on foot: head towards Stockport Town
Centre, which will shortly bring you onto Wellington Road South.
This is a hill at this point, and you should head uphill (i.e. South).
Keep walking, and not far past Stockport College (on your right),
the Guildhall is on your left.

By car: Wellington Road South is the A6 from Stockport, heading
towards Hazel Grove, and eventually Buxton. If coming from the
junction 1 of the M60, head for Stockport centre, and then the A6.
You will turn South (away from Manchester), up the hill from the
bridge over the River Mersey, through more than 1 set of traffic
lights, past Stockport College on your right and a Texaco garage on
your left, and the Guildhall is on your left soon after.

If coming along the A6 from the South, a large Arnold Clark
Honda showroom is on your left just before you get to the
Guildhall, on your right. If you get to Stockport College (on your
left), you have overshot.
